EXECUTIVE ORDER NUMBER 18 (1999)

EXECUTIVE ORDER CREATING THE ILLINOIS ENVIRONMENTAL
REGULATORY REVIEW COMMISSION (IERRC)

WHEREAS, greet strides have been made in Illinois since the passage of the lllinois
Environmental Protection Act; and

WHEREAS, the Environmenta Protection Act and its purposes, as amended on numerous
occasions throughout the years Since its enactment, are fundamentaly sound; and

WHEREAS, after twenty-nine years of experience under the Act, it is now timely and
gppropriate to undertake areview of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act and related environmenta
laws and regulaions to identify any beneficid modifications, clarifications or reorganization of the Act
and its methods of implementation that would make Illinois' environmenta laws more effective,
understandable and useful in accomplishing its purposes and furthering the overdl public interest and
good; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable to establish a commission representing a broad and diverse cross
section of environmenta, business and governmentd interests to discuss, investigate and recommend
measures to Sreamline, clarify and improve the effectiveness of the Environmenta Protection Act based
upon the State' s experience under the Act, areview of environmenta issues presently facing lllinois and
its citizens and the current atus of 1llinois invauable and irreplaceable environmenta resources,

THEREFORE, |, George Ryan, order the following:
l. ESTABLISHMENT

There shdl be established the lllinois Environmental Regulatory Review Commission
(IERRC).

. PURPOSE
The purpose of the Commisson shdl include, but not be limited to, the following:
A. To research and make recommendations for streamlining and updating the
Illinois Environmenta Protection Act (the Act) in an effort to make the Act

easer to understand and provide for greater consistency and less overlapping of
duties among the environmenta agencies charged with enforcing the Act.



To study and make recommendations for changes to the Act designed to
eliminate incongstencies, clarify confusing provisons, repedl outdated or
unnecessary provisions, and consolidate duplicative provisons of the Act,
where appropriate.

To suggest necessary corresponding changes to other related Acts, induding
but not limited to, the Groundwater Protection Act, the Solid Waste
Management Act, and the Solid Waste Planning and Recycling Act.

To implement recommendations by working with the Governor’s Office,
appropriate state and loca government agencies and departments, members of
the Generd Assembly, the business and environmental communities and
organizations.

1. MEMBERSHIP

The Commission shal consst of a Chairperson and at least 15 but not more
than 25 additionad members, dl appointed by the Governor.

Members may include, but are not limited to, persons who are active in and
knowledgeable about the following areas. environment, business, engineering,
law and locad government.

Members, with the exception of the Chairperson, shall serve  one-year terms
without compensation, but may be reimbursed for expenses.

The Commission will be provided assstance and necessary staff support
services by the Office of the Governor and the agencies of state government
involved in the issues to be addressed by the commission.

The Commission shdl submit an annud report to the Governor.

V. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Executive Order Number 18 (1999) shdl be effective upon filing with the
Secretary of State.
